Directions for Using the Excel Scoresheet (You may want to print this & bring it to the match as guidance)
Firstly, remember that the sheet is locked so that no-one can enter details in a cell that contains a formula. The only cells in which entries can be made are the ones in which names are written or scores entered.

1) Enter the TEAM NAMES at the top of the sheet. They can be written in any cell above the underline next to both “Team Name” & “Opponents”.
2) Once the pairs have been drawn, enter the player names in the grey boxes in the pairs grid. Please be careful with the spelling as the names MUST be spelt exactly the same when you come to enter the singles for the formulae to work.
3) Enter the scores as usual. If a player finishes a leg, enter his score (which will obviously match the score left) it will be highlighted in red. You will be prompted at the left of the player’s name to enter the amount of darts used to finish. Also, in the box on the right, enter “Won” or “Lost” for each of the pairs (NOT case sensitive).
4) When the singles are drawn, enter the names in the boxes 1 to 8 on the team list at the top (remember that they must be spelt EXACTLY as they appeared in the pairs). Reserves that played in the pairs should be listed next to “Res”.
5) Enter the singles scores as normal. Again, for game shots, enter the player’s score & enter the number of darts used to finish in the box to the left of the leg. If a leg is lost, enter a capital L in the box instead of darts used. Once a match is finished, WON or LOST will appear under the player name & his average will appear in the player list at the top.
6) At the end of each singles match, indicate which legs should be counted for ton points by entering the number 1 in the box next to each of the three legs you wish to be counted. The program will then count the tons & enter them in the grid at the top of the sheet.

7) At the end of the match, please enter any ton-plus finishes next to the box containing the tons & game shots, under where it states “Ton Plus Finishes”

8) At the end of the match, SAVE THE FILE & e-mail it. Job Done! (
NOTE: If the name in the pairs looks the same as the name in the singles list but you are still getting an error message, check that there isn’t a space at the end of the name, as, annoyingly, this messes up the formula.

Remember to SAVE THE FILE regularly, perhaps after every point, to ensure you don’t lose lots of scores if some disaster does occur (highly unlikely I’d have thought). And of course remember to save the file at the end of the match.
There is a box at the top of the file in which to write any notes for Toe The Oche. If you overrun the box, jot it down & put it in the e-mail instead.
